Step 2:  Find the coordinates of these objects using SIMBAD.  http://simbad.u-strasbg.fr/sim-fid.pl
Step 3:  Obtain a 15 arcminute  by 15 arcminute image of these objects from the STScI Digitized Sky Survey and save the it as a GIF image (not FITS) in a temporary directory on your hard drive.

Step 5:  Open “index.html” with Internet Explorer to make sure this it looks correct.  Use “File”...”Open”...”Browse”...from the menu.

Step 6:  Now transfer these files to your directory on the course web server (www.cox-internet.com).  You can do this using any FTP software package or simply type “ftp” after hitting “Run” under the Start Menu.  If you choose the second approach, then type “help” or for help with file transfer.  The username and password are “ast305” and “nightlab” respectively.  Put your files in the directory with your last name.
